
This wine has been named in honour of the Riebke brothers of 
Ebenezer in the Northern Barossa.  Their support has been 
instrumental in the success of Teusner Wines.  I have no doubt in 
my mind that these guys grow some of the best fruit in this 
district.

The initial release of this wine was conceived during a declining 
economic climate in the Barossa Valley.  The Riebkes were being 
paid very little for these parcels of shiraz and asked us if we could 
use the fruit.  We said that we would produce the wine and try to 
�nd a market, but made no promises as we hadn’t even seen these 
particular vineyards!

However, as soon as the fermentation began, we knew that we 
had come across something special.  We decided then that we 
would produce a label dedicated to these very dedicated growers. 
 
The resultant wine is 
100% shiraz from 
vineyards located near the
township of Ebenezer.  
Post fermentation the 
individual components 
spend around 12 months 
maturing in seasoned 
hogsheads, before being 
classi�ed and blended.

The result is a wine very 
deep in colour with rich 
chocolatey fruit and 
hints of spice on the 
nose.  The palate is full 
and fruit driven, gaining 
complexity from it's 
time in older french and 
american hogsheads.
